MANAGEMENT SYSTEM GUIDELINES 
1. Management Systems - General


All contractors wishing to pre-qualify must have established Management Systems in Quality, Occupational Health and Safety (OH&S), Environmental Management (EM) and Industrial Relations (IR) and must provide details as specified below.


Prior to submission to VicRoads of an initial application for pre-qualification all new applicants are required to have their Management Systems in Quality, Occupational Health and Safety (OH&S) and Environmental Management (EMS) reviewed and approved by one of the following methods:

· Registration by the Civil Contractors Federation - (Reg by CCF)

· Third Party Accreditation/Certification - (3rd Part Cert.)



· Audited against the VicRoads checklist by a Certified auditor - (VR Checklist)

(refer to the included "Declaration by Auditor Conducting Management System Reviews" Form and to  VR Management System Checklists for Quality, OH&S and EMS)

Contractors seeking renewal or an upgrading of their pre-qualification level are to submit a copy of the most recent internal or external system audit report of the Company's Quality, OH&S and EM Systems conducted by a qualified auditor in accordance with ISO 19011:2003 "Guidelines for Quality and/or  Environmental Management Systems Auditing".  The audit should be of a depth sufficient to provide evidence of the operation of the Company's management systems as they apply to VicRoads work.

Contractors are responsible for the cost of these audits/reviews.

Management Systems -Certification by Civil Contractors Federation (CCF)



Contractors submitting an initial application for pre-qualification and who are certified by the Civil Contractors Federation (CCF) to the CCF’s Civil Construction Management Code are not required to obtain certification of Quality, OH&S and EM System. Instead, a copy of the current CCF certification document must be submitted with the application.

2.2 Management Systems - Third Party Certification



Similarly, certification of the Quality, OH&S or EM systems is not required if third party certification of the management system has been obtained to the following standards:

Note:  Clause 7.3 Design and Development may be excluded in the certification 



except for applications in Design and Construction Category of this Group

(ii) OH&S

· SafetyMAP 

· AS 4801:2001 Occupational health and safety management systems - Specifications with guidance for use

(iii) Environmental Management

· AS/NZS ISO 14001:1996  Environmental management systems - Specifications with guidance for use.



Proof of such certification must be submitted with the application.

2.3
Management Systems - VicRoads Checklists (Quality, OH&S &EM)


Contractors whose Management Systems are not certified as per 2.1 or 2.2 must supply evidence to demonstrate their commitment to and implementation of the required management systems as follows.



Prior to submission to VicRoads of an initial application for pre-qualification all contractors are required to submit their Quality, OH&S and Environmental management systems to a suitably qualified auditor* for review against the VicRoads documents for the management system as follows: 

(i) Quality

VicRoads Pre-qualification Scheme - Quality Management System Checklist 

(ii) OH&S

VicRoads  Pre-qualification Scheme - OH&S Management System Checklist 

(iii) Environmental Management

VicRoads Pre-qualification Scheme - Environmental Management System Checklist



Contractors are required to obtain a written declaration from suitably qualified auditor/s* that their management systems satisfy VicRoads requirements and submit the declaration with the application for pre-qualification. (Refer to the Declaration Form included in Part B of the Application Form)



Contractors are responsible for the cost of these reviews.
